
Evaluation of Transfer Credit

The evaluation of transfer credit is conducted by the office of student services in each 
academic area.  Upon acceptance, a copy of the college transcript is forwarded to the 
appropriate office as indicated by your choice of degree program on the admissions 
application.  Information on your transfer credit will be available at 
https://wingspan.winthrop.edu after your evaluation has been completed.

Please note:  Winthrop University is accredited by the commission on colleges of the 
Southern Association of Colleges and Schools to award bachelor’s, master’s and special-
ist degrees.  Winthrop University does not automatically evaluate transfer credit from 
an institution that is not accredited by the commission on colleges or higher education 
of a regional accrediting agency.  If you have attended a college or university that does 
not have the accreditation referenced above, all of the courses taken at that college will 
have to be evaluated on an individual basis by staff in the office of student services in 
the college under which your intended major resides.  

If you are interested in a review of courses taken at a college or university that is not re-
gionally accredited, you can submit a request to the applicable office of student services 
listed below.   If an evaluation cannot be completed based upon the course descriptions 
in the institution’s catalog, you will be asked to provide course syllabi.  

Note:  If admitted to fine arts or design programs, students will need to submit a 
portfolio for studio courses taken at previous institution(s) before those courses are 
evaluated.

You must provide an official copy of the transcript from all colleges that
	  you attend whether or not credit was earned or transfer credit is desired.

w	 An official copy of your final college transcript must be mailed to the Office of Admissions at the end of your 
	 enrollment period.

All students must present immunization documentation before registering for classes.  Pages 1, 2 and 3 of the enclosed health 
form must be submitted to the Department of Health Services prior to class registration.  Please note that documentation 
means a health care provider or health department must sign the form.
