Academics 
Winthrop students are required to take a full-time course load when at FUA. They are also 
required to be in good academic standing and have already completed at least one year of 
their program of study. FUA offers a wide range of courses in fine and visual arts, liberal 
arts, business and economics, and sciences along with interesting and specialized courses, 
such as book and paper making, jewelry, interior design and industrial design.   Although 
there is no prior language requirement at FUA, all semester students are required to take 
Italian language as part of their program
