If a student earns a D+, D, or D-, instructor assigns a CR. No impact to GPA.

If a student earns an F, instructor assigns a UN. No impact to GPA.

If a student S/Us a class and earns a D+, D, or D-, instructor assigns a CR. No impact to GPA.

If a student S/Us a class and earns an F, instructor assigns a UN. No impact to GPA.

If a student S/Us a class and earns an A through C-, instructor assigns the S. GPA is not impacted.

Graduate courses:

If a student earns a B-, C+, or C, instructor assigns a CR. No impact to GPA.
If a student earns an F, instructor assigns a UN. No impact to GPA.
If a student earns an A through B, instructor assigns appropriate letter grade. GPA is impacted.
